Almighty Father, we pray that we may bear within ourselves a calm and steadfast mind, that we may meet the blows of life with courage and cheerfulness and ever lift glad hearts to you, O God who is the fullness of all joy.  Amen.

The Epistle for the 25th Sunday after Trinity is from the recorded works of Plotinus.

Withdraw into yourself and look.  If you do not find yourself beautiful as yet, do as does the creator of a statue that is to be made beautiful; he cuts away here, he smooths there, he makes this line lighter, this other purer, until he has shown a beautiful face on the statue.  So do you also cut away that which is excessive, straighten all that is crooked, bring far more light to all that is shadowed, labour to make all glow with beauty, and do not cease chiselling your statue until there shall shine out on you the god-like splendour of all virtues, until you see the final goodness surely established in a stainless shrine.

The Gospel for the 25th Sunday after Trinity is from the words of Bishop Raymond.

In this world when we quote endurance we are given examples like the pyramids, the stars, the universe; but I tell you that the greatest and strongest act of endurance is a good deed.  No stones in the ancient pyramids, no star or any other thing within the universe will endure as long.  Any good deed will be enfolded by the higher self and kept for all time, resonating to higher and higher levels, never to be lost, and building a pathway for us to the Holy Ones.  Continually doing good deeds strengthens the pathway to the Holy Ones, by adding strength to the resonations of the deeds you have already done.  These resonations being in the higher planes will naturally feed back to us and give increasing feelings of peace and security.  The peace and the love from the Holy Ones will match the endurance of your good deeds, for neither can be lost or diminished.
